In addition to getting customers involved with the name of this special new wine, starting on August 13th (International Left Hander’s Day), Sarah and Sparky will host a series of wine blending seminars at which participants will help them decide on the final blend for the 2009 vintage of the new charity wine.  
The new wine will be priced at $25 per bottle and will be released later this year exclusively through Mollydooker’s USA website.

Virtually wiped out in one of the most significant genocides in history, Cambodia is one of the world’s poorest nations. Transform Cambodia is an Australian-run organization dedicated to supporting children who are living or working on the streets by providing them food and clothing, giving them a chance to go to school, educating them in English and mentoring them to achieve their potential. 

During her visit to Cambodia in December 2008, Sarah visited some of the children's homes which she described as “devastating to see”.  “The homes consist of shacks made out of tin, with one room that fits a whole family, wooden slats for a bed, and no running water, electricity or toilet. These kids own nothing except for the clothes on their back and do not have not much future ahead of them. As you can imagine, the families and children feel very lucky to be part of Transform Cambodia and are extremely thankful.” reports Sarah.
